Act 140; HB 127

This Act adopts the "Uniform Real Property ElectcoRecording Act” to provide for the validity ofegltronic documents and
recording of such documents. The Act enacts Paft@ C.G.A. Chapter 44-2.

Effective May 5, 2009.

Act 89; HB 608
This Act changes the definition of time-share estatd expands what time-share instruments for e-$inare program shall include.
The Act amends O.C.G.A. Sections 44-3-162 and 4ZB-Effective July 1, 2009.
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Act 138; HB 492

This Act provides that private residence clubs pridate residence club developments are not tinagesbstates, time-share
programs, time-share projects, or time-share usgépeovides for the application of certain resivietcovenants and exceptions. The
Act enacts O.C.G.A. Section 44-3-162.1. Effectivayhb, 2009.

Act 85; HB 528
This Act requires developers who manage certaindoaners' or condominium owners' associations tgigecaudits to such owners
in certain circumstances. The Act enacts O.C.GektiBn 44-3-250. Effective July 1, 2009.

Act 106; SB 141

This Act requires the recording of documents retatd sales under power and changes provisionsngl® sales made on
foreclosure under power of sale. The Act amends@A Sections 44-14-160 and 44-14-162.3.

Effective July 1, 2009.

TITLE 45

PUBLIC OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES

Act 103; SB 38

This Act authorizes the Georgia Bureau of Invesiigeto perform post-mortem examinations and at&spsn persons whose death
occurs within a state owned or leased buildingrothe cartilage of such building. The Act also pigsra medical examiner to
provide biological substances to an approved cansteuctor or school for the purpose of trainiradige canines. The Act enacts
0O.C.G.A. Section 45-16-25 and amends O.C.G.A. 8edb-16-50. Effective July 1, 2009.

TITLE 46

PUBLIC UTILITIES AND PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION

Act 130; HB 440

This Act provides that state government endorsgeshare programs are neither for hire nor privatder operations. The Act
provides for definitions of the terms "exempt ridae," "government endorsed rideshare program,"@mirA." The Act modifies
the definitions of the terms "for hire" and "prieatarrier” relative to public utilities and pubtr@nsportation. The Act amends
0O.C.G.A Section 46-1-1. Effective May 4, 2009.

Act 13; SB 31

This Act enacts the "Georgia Nuclear Energy Finagidict." The Act authorizes utilities in Georgiarerover the costs of financing
associated with the construction of a nuclear getimey plant which has been certified by the GeoRyialic Service Commission
from the customers of such utilities through a satgarate tariff. The Act provides that the finangctcharges shall be based on the
utility's actual cost of debt and on the authorizesdt of equity capital and capital structure asgined by the commission. The Act
specifies that the commission retains the disandtioconsider the effect of such tariff when settine level of any senior or low-
income assistance and provides that the incoméfigatibn for such assistance shall be 200 peroétiie federal poverty level. The
Act provides the commission with the authority tdhmrize any specific accounting treatment forabsts recovered by the utility
and to review whether such costs are being propedgvered. The Act amends O.C.G.A. Section 46-Z#&ctive April 21, 2009.
